- These vowels come out from the lips and from the throat and this helps in pronounce
them.

- Vowels have a great importance; because they give the consonants value in their
pronunciation, also words cannot be pronounced without vowels.

There are 6 vowels in Arabic; three of them long (s «<s ¢ 1), three of them short (= «— <) <

“.taba” &&as you see it is short “ = kataba means he wrote, and how it is in
“KBllitcb” —\Sis long, Kaateb means writer

« Bwar” _3sas you see it is short « = Sowar means pictures, and how it is in
“B8Brah” 5= is long, soorah means 1 picture

“mafl§da” (= _=as you see it is short “ = mareda mean to be sick, and how it is in
“mafiBld” U= = is long, mareed means sick
