Assalaamu 3alaikom , Assalaamu 3alaikom 

Ana Sama……means I am Sama 

As you see I am is one word we don’t need ”verb to be” like English. 

Assalaamu 3alaikom, Ana Sama 

  = I am اناAna  

So How do you say: You are?  

    Anta  َأنت   

But If you talk with feminine we say: 

 Ante  =    أنت   

Say: I am , Ana … Ana 

Now  you are able to introduce yourself say: 

I am Sama, You are Khalid… that will be: 

Ana Sama, Anta Khalid…… 

 Again: Ana Sama, Anta Khalid 

I am Sama, You are Muna… that will be: 

Ana Sama, Ante Muna….. 

 Again: Ana Sama, Ante Muna
